1	 Merlot	 3.00          3.95            14.95
This intense ruby red wine is un-oaked, medium bodied and has 
the aroma of ripe berries with a hint of chocolate. The flavour 
demonstrates generous fruit and very soft tannins.

2	 Shiraz	 3.45           4.45            16.95
Deep cherry red, with a thick and juicy backbone of plum jam and 
cocoa characters, accented with hints of sweet spice and black pepper. 
Gentle yet rich and mouth-filling tannins. Drink with spice rubbed 
lamb chops or a spicy lamb curry.

3	 Rosé	 3.45          4.35            15.95
Fresh fruit, such as apricot and peach on the nose; soft floral flavours 
on the palate and a refreshing, pleasantly smooth finish. Excellent with 
appetizers, fish dishes and white meat.

4	 Pinot Grigio	 3.00          3.95            14.95
This is a typical Pinot Grigio with brilliant straw yellow colour, with a 
delicate bouquet of white acacia blossom, apricots and peaches, with 
more white orchard fruits on the palate. Natural acidity balances the 
subtle fruit flavours providing a gentle but lengthy finish. - Dry

5	 Chardonnay	 3.95          4.95            17.95
Full flavoured Chardonnay brimming with ripe grapefruit and 
tropical fruit characters integrated with subtle toasty oak. Very 
versatile, this will match most poultry and even spicy dishes.



WHITE WINES
FRANCE

6	 Viognier	          19.95
The grapes are cultivated from vines of the sun drenched slopes of the 
Languedoc region of France. This wine has distinctive lifted aromas of 
tropical fruit and a hint of almond blossom. The palate is elegant and 
soft with ripe melon character and refreshing clean citrus taste. - Dry

7	 Chardonnay	 19.95
An un-oaked Chardonnay sourced from Languedoc region of 
Southern France. A clean crisp wine with a pleasant citrus fruit style, 
nicely rounded with soft mouth feel excellent with white meats  
and seafood. - Dry

8	 Touraine Sauvignon Blanc	 20.95
From the banks of the river Cher, in the Jardin de France. This has to 
be the best example of Touraine Sauvignon Blanc on the market. Very 
zippy with really pronounced gooseberry and cut grass on the nose, 
and its perfectly balanced to boot. - Dry

9	 Chablis	 27.95
Produced from 100% Chardonnay Grapes, steel tanks to retain the 
freshness of the fruit. Perfect as an aperitif or with all types of seafood 
or chicken. A crispy dry flavour with well defined grassy aromas. - Dry

GERMANY

10	 Riesling	          18.95
An excellent everyday Riesling. Produced from steep sided slate 
vineyards this wine is an excellent example of racey German  
Riesling. - Medium

AUSTRALIAN

11	 Chardonnay	          19.95
An excellent tight, ripe and complex Chardonnay with hints of fig and 
pleasant underlying oak having undergone barrel fermentation. A long 
flavoured clean palate with excellent balance. - Dry

12	 Brown Brothers Everton White	          20.95
This unwooded dry white blend of Chardonnay, Sauvignon Blanc and 
Pinot Grigio has delicate fruit flavours. The wine has a fresh, crisp 
lingering finish. The Chardonnay contributes stone fruit flavours while 
the Sauvignon gives the wine a racy edge and the Pinot Grigio adds 
finesse. - Dry

CHILE

13	 Sauvignon Blanc	          18.95
This wine has the clean and refreshing flavour of Sauvignon Blanc. 
It is un-oaked so that the full flavours of the Sauvignon grape come 
through in the taste. A well balanced wine. - Dry

14	 Santa Digna Gewurtraminer	 20.50
A classic honey-and-flowers bouquet. A fine full-bodied wine. With 
tropical fruit and perfumed character balanced by a bite of a  
acidity. - Med Dry

NEW ZEALAND

15	 Sauvignon Blanc	          23.95
Tindall is a family owned vineyard in the heart of the Marlborough 
wine region. Our Tindall vineyard Sauvignon Blanc has aromas 
of fresh herbs, gooseberry and tropical fruits. Mouth filling with a 
refreshing finish. - Dry

SOUTH AFRICA

16	 Chardonnay Stellenbosch	          25.50
Jordan is a family run winery, of 134 hectares, situated at the upper 
end of the Stellenbosch Kloof. Produced entirely from fruit grown 
on the estates this wine has ripe, intense citrus and rich butterscotch 
flavours, overlaid with elegant toasty oak this is South African 
Chardonnay at its best.



RED WINES
FRANCE

17	 Cabernet Sauvignon	          16.95
An easy drinking red. Lots of fruit and smooth tannins, this wine goes 
well with red meats and spicy food or can equally be enjoyed on  
its own.

18	 Chateau Maine Martin Bordeaux Rouge	          21.95
A cepage of Marlot 65%, Cabernet Franc and Cabernet Sauvignon 
35%. Deep ruby red colour, soft and rounded style with rich berry 
fruit flavours, good length on the palate. A well made traditional style 
Bordeaux rouge.

19	 Fleurie - Domaine De Fretiere	          24.95
This wine is produced using the Black Gamay grape variety. It has a 
fresh, fragrant style with floral aromas of rose, iris, violet and peony. 
It is an elegant, powerful and extremely fruity wine, with a positive 
structure and a depth of fruit which can sustain the wine for  
many years.

20	 Nuits St. George Ier Cru Les Chaboeufs	         52.00
Probably the most famous wine from Burgundy’s Cote D’or. This full 
flavoured wine is produced from the Pinot Noir grape, and exhibits a 
rich cherry red colour with typical Pinot Noir bouquet. It has a rich 
taste of berry fruits and hint of spice and vanilla, and full long length 
in the mouth.

CHILE

21	 Chianti	          19.95
Made from the Tuscan Sangiovese and Cannaiolo grapes. An easy 
drinking red wine with a distinctive Sangiovese fruit taste and  
velvety finish.

22	 Cabernet Sauvignon	          18.95
This wine has a deep opaque, intense cherry colour, and varietal 
aromas typical of the great Pacific Cabernet Sauvignon’s, on the palate 
it is full bodied with soft tannins.

23	 Case Silva Reserva Carmenere	          21.95
On the nose, very expensive, red fruits, blackberry, plum and 
white pepper, each well integrated with noted of jam and oak 
toasting derived from the French barrels. On the palate, excellent 
concentration, intense, rounded and ripe.

AUSTRALIA

24	 Shiraz	          19.95
This shiraz has lifted white pepper aromas and rich wild berry 
flavours balanced by fine American oak. Serve with lamb, pasta, 
hearty casseroles and also compliments spicy cuisine.



ROSE WINES

25	 Cabernet Sauvignon	          20.95
This wine comes from the Clare Valley which is situated in South 
Australia just North of Adelaide. The 100% Cabernet Sauvignon Red 
is matured for a year in American oak barrels, and then undergoes 
further maturation in bottle before release.

SOUTH AFRICA

26	 Pinotage	          21.95
A stunning Pinotage, with bags of fruit and spice a real quite unlike 
any other Pinotage from South Africa.

SPAIN

27	 Rioja	          26.95
Three different grape varieties are used to make this wine 80% 
Tempranillo, 15% Gamacha & 5% Mazuelo, which spend 24 months 
maturing in oak barrels with a further 12 months in bottle  
before release.

NEW ZEALAND

28	 Pinot Noir	          26.95
This is a wine made to express all the varietal characteristics of 
Pinot Noir. The 22 hectare site has taken advantage of the great wine 
growing terrior benefiting from the cool climate, free draining river 
silt and the cooling effects of the Pacific Ocean. This wine has aromas 
of fresh herbs, elderflowers and tropical fruits. 

CALIFORNIA

29	 White Zinfandel Rosé	          18.95
From the best selling range of premium Californian wines in the 
U.S.A. comes this light and fruity rosé wine made from the Zinfandel 
grape variety. This medium rosé has a touch of sweetness making it 
the ideal aperitif. Strawberry fruit flavours and a fresh dry finish.

AUSTRALIA

30	 Rosé	          19.95
Pale Cherry red in colour with bright crimson highlights with a 
bouquet of lifted raspberry and rose petal aromas. On the palate a 
luscious sweet fruit flavour with fresh, lively cherry and tropical fruits.

SPAIN

31	 Rosado Rioja	          17.95
A lovely deep rose colour in the glass, whilst on the nose there are 
aromas of fresh summer fruits. A blend of Grenacha and Viura 
produces a well balanced full flavoured rosé, pleasantly dry with 
pronounced flavours of fresh strawberries and raspberries leading  
to a persistent finish.



SPARKLING WINES

CHAMPAGNES

CHILE
32	 Cabernet Sauvignon Rosé	          21.95

Fragrant and floral, with a temptingly fruity sensuality. On the palate 
the wine is voluptuous, with a silky texture and the sort of fresh, 
fruity body (blackcurrant, cranberry, red currant) that only Pacific 
Cabernet Sauvignon rosé can offer. 

33	 Prosecco	          22.95
Made from 100% Prosseco grapes to produce a sparkling wine pale 
straw yellow in colour with light green glints and a soft persistent 
mousse. On the nose there are hints of green apples backed up with 
floral notes, on the palate it is smooth and rounded with good length 
and acidity.

34	 Rosato Brut	          22.95
Delicate rose colour with fresh aromas of small red berries. Refreshing 
light characters of wild strawberries, very well balanced, with a fine 
mousse and a long finish. - Dry

35	 Phillipe Desloge	          35.95
A high quality House Champagne produced from Chardonnay and 
Pinot Noir grapes. A recoltant manipulant wine, that is to say a wine 
produced by a grower producer who grows and sells the produce of his 
own grapes. This wine has good balance, ripe fruit taste and is not too 
acidic with a clean, dry finish, combined with small mousse

36	 Fresnet Juillet Rosé	          49.95
Produced by Vincent Fresnet a small independent grower situated 
in the town of Verzy. This individual grower produces a fruit driven 
style of champagne which is reflected ion this salmon pink rosé with its 
lovely summer fruit flavours and well balanced acidity.

37	 Pol Roger Reserve	          64.95
Pol Roger Reserve is the house’s “signature” cuvee composed of more 
than 30 base wines drawn from at least two vintages and the three 
classic cepages, Pinot Noir, Pinot Meunier and Chardonnay. A very 
elegant champagne with a full rich style.

38	 Veuve Clicquot Yellow Label Champagne	          69.95
This famous Champagne House is still inspired by the motto of its 
founder Madame Clicquot, “One quality,-the finest” admired for its 
consistency quality and maturity, and as identifiable by its full flavour 
and long fruity after-taste, as by its distinctive packaging.

39	 Dom Perignon	          155.00
To taste Dom Perignon is to discover the unique style and spirit of one 
of the greatest wines - with rich, creamy mousse, fine bubbles, and on 
the nose Brioche and honey tones quickly blend with fresh almond, 
apricot and hints of smokiness. On the palate initial intensity and 
roundness, followed by persistent mineral fruitiness leading onto a 
broad palate of aromas and taste.

40	 Louis Roederer Crystal France	          295.00
First created in 1876 for Alexander II of Russia. Bursts from the glass 
with fresh hazelnut and apple scents. Elegant, deep, silky textured and 
immensely concentrated.
